	Organisation


	The school’s special Global Trade and Citizenship Day included a game of ‘Unfair Trade’ – a role play game for 16-18 year olds to help learn lessons and encourage debate on trading as it affects developing countries. 
At the end of the lesson students indicated that they wanted to do something practical to support Fair Trade.  


	The school supported the group’s fundraising activities and teachers began using fair-trade products in the staffroom at break time.  Parents evenings and school events were flying the Fair Trade flag too.  The canteen provided a Fair Deal Meal during Fair Trade fortnight.  

	The group went on to form Fairtradelicious, a school enterprise, which now has a business turnover of several thousand pounds a year selling Fair Trade products in their area and enabling surplus earnings to be donated to charity.  
‘The young people have achieved what any teacher can only dream of.  They inspired us all – peers, friends, parents, and teachers – to live up to the universal principles of fairness, justice and equality.  Their actions have given us a chance to act on our principles.  They refused to just sit back.  The decided to act’. Klaus Mayer, Teacher

	Specific children and young people


	Young people were intrigued by the role play game and learned a dramatic lesson in how the cards are stacked against developing countries.  
‘It was so lifelike that I suddenly realised just what a difficult time many developing countries have, we felt we were really experiencing their problems’ Rachel (17) Fairtradelicious 

Young people felt that the most useful thing to do would be to buy Fair Trade products and encourage others to do so as well.  
	The group used funds gained from sponsored fasting and raffling a Fair Trade football to set up a Fair Trade stall in the school.  
The group encouraged fellow pupils to switch to Fair Trade products and persuaded the school’s ‘Shoogle’ sporting activities club to offer a Fair Trade tuck shop.  

‘Other pupils in the school responded very well to our appeal for support…’ Rachel (17) Fairtradelicious 

	The original workers for Fairtradelicious have left.  The enterprise continues with enthusiastic new recruits.  The young people leaving this year used some of their income to plant a tree in front of the school to commemorate a much-loved teacher who died suddenly and to act as a reminder of the Fair Trade work they have done – they named it ‘the wishing tree’ because of the inspirational step taken toward making their wish come true.  

‘…I feel I have really developed my communication skills by being part of this project’.  ‘We all feel very passionately that the producers of Fair Trade products should be treated properly by affluent consumers who should not simply buy the big brands’.  Rachel (17) Fairtradelicious
