	Doncaster Youth Council identified a need for safe accessible facilities for young people through consultation with young people.  Based upon this the council decided to use its Youth Capital Fund allocation to develop suitable facilities.
	The youth service consulted young people about what they wanted and set up young people’s steering groups to oversee the development or refurbishment of facilities.

An existing youth facility was identified as a suitable base.
	The refurbished area is now open.
Computer equipment has been installed and is in use.

A healthy eating programme is being run supported by the kitchen equipment.  Young people cook healthy food and sell it in the facility.

Improvements were also made to the outdoor area including a basketball court, shelter and skate ramps.

Its use has increased from 70 young people in the first month to 360 young people.



	Specific children and young people


	We wanted a space of our own to meet and to socialise.

	The steering group worked with a wide range of professionals including architects, planners, design services and building and decorating teams.  This made sure that young peoples’ needs were taken into account.
“I was part of the group who chose everything for the club, we picked everything, colour schemes, furniture, we designed the coffee bar it looks great, some designed the disco booth, the lighting is mega”

The steering group have also applied for additional Youth Opportunity funding and received two grants.  One was for computer equipment the other for kitchen equipment.


	“By coming here it will keep me out of the streets and hopefully keep me out of trouble and I and the other members of the youth club will be safe”

“I am under the YOS for ABH and TWOC theft of motor vehicle.  I have not committed any other offences since I have been coming to the youth center”

“I like the youthy it gives us something to do we are getting a load of new games so we don’t get bored”

“I came to the youthy before and we mainly used upstairs, we still do for projects and the clinic, but downstairs is the best it’s comfy and friendly.”
