	Staff could not have young parents … to park as there would be needles on the floor etc.
Young parents wanted the play area to be made safe.
	The young people applied for Youth Capital funding (YCF) to make the area safe.  They were successful and received £39,500.
	A nice and safe £40,000 play area for the under 5’s has been created.

	Specific children and young people


	“The play area that we had already had was unsafe and unable to use.  In the summer when we attended the park it was unsafe as people were smoking and some dogs were loose and there wasn’t much for the children to do for example run on the grass and play football”
	“We filled in the YCF form and applied for £40,000 to build a new play area.   We did all the costings.  We got the money - £39,500.  We had the play area built.”
	 “Now we have a safe place for our children to play in”
“I now have a safe area to take my son and play with him without having to worry about the environment”.
